Celebration on May 8, 2026, at the South Carolina Public Charter School District headquarters 

in Columbia, South Carolina. 

 

In addition, the Top 10 Semi-Finalists will be invited to share their secrets to excellence and 

success on the SCFHOF Sports & Leadership Podcast with Chairman and Executive Director 

David Sanford Wyatt.
